CALIFORNIA-SPECIFIC PHOTO LIBRARY FEATURES  
HEALTHY COMMUNITY DESIGN AND WALKABILITY
The California Center for Physical Activity has developed a photo library of 

California-specific images related to walk- and bike-friendly communities. Pho-

tos have been provided by California Walkability Experts and The Center. The 

photo library features positive and negative examples of community design.

The photo library is easily navigable. Specific images can be found by selecting 

the appropriate category, or by using the search tool. Categories include:

•	 Streets, including photos of sidewalks, bridges, bike lanes and trails.

•	 Built Environment images, including photos of mixed-use 

development, main streets, revitalization efforts and land use.

•	 Public Space, including photos of public art, facilities, furnishing, 

lighting and signage.

•	 Traffic Calming, including photos of crosswalks, engineering, 

enforcement, parking and school zones.

•	 Transportation, including photos of transit stops, bicycle facilities and 

transit oriented development

•	 Walk and Bicycle Activities, including photos of walking clubs,  

Walk to School events, and traditional educational and 

encouragement activities.

If photos are credited according to the usage guidelines, these photos 

can serve as a resource for presentations and other documents that are 

geared toward educating stakeholders and community members about 

healthy community design and walkable communities.

Healthy Transportation Network: Promoting Safe Bicycle 
Commuting Through Trainings for Employers
The California Bicycle Coalition has been working to educate large-scale 

employers (over 50 employees) about the benefits of promoting bicycle 

commuting. Acting California Bicycle Coalition Executive Director KC Butler 

uses a presentation developed with employers in mind to communicate 

the economic, health, and potential productivity benefits of promoting 

and supporting commuting by bicycle for their employees.

Employers then can take the next step and have a lunch time presentation for 

their employees on how to safely bike to work. Presentations are delivered 

by a League of American Bicyclists-certified trainer and cover preparation 

for bike commuting, route planning, safe behavior, and safety gear.

The Los Angeles County Metropolitan Transportation Authority hosted 

an employer training in November and the Orange County Transportation 

Authority hosted a similar training in early December 2005; both were met 

with great enthusiasm. Follow-up trainings are scheduled for employees 

in Los Angeles County and in Irvine.

For employees who seek even more safety training and skills-building 

for their bike commuters, a limited number of League-certified Road 1 

intensive bicycle safety classes will be offered to employees.

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Center Teams up with 
California Nutrition Network 
The California Center for Physical 

Activity and the California Nutri-

tion Network are teaming up to im-

prove physical activity opportunities 

throughout the state. The Center is 

providing leadership, training, stra-

tegic planning and technical assis-

tance to regional nutrition network 

physical activity (PA) liaisons. The 

aim of the partnership is to link PA 

liaisons with Center staff and part-

ners to ensure a consistent and col-

laborative approach to improving 

physical activity levels and physical 

activity environments in California. 

The California Nutrition Network 

has 11 regional physical activity liai-

sons working throughout California 

to promote the adoption of physical 

activity as part of a healthy lifestyle. 

These liaisons work in coordination 

with nutrition educators to promote a 

healthy eating/physical activity mes-

sage to low-income Californians. 

Physical Activity Liaisons:
•	 Set priorities and goals to 

improve physical activity 

opportunities at the local level;

•	 Participate in local physical 

activity promotion efforts;

•	 Provide feedback on 

physical activity policy 

recommendations; 

•	 Identify barriers to  

physical activity.

Physical Activity and Public Health Course Offered
The Physical Activity and Public Health Course (PAPH), sponsored by the 

University of South Carolina Prevention Research Center and the Center 

for Disease Control and Prevention, is entering its 12th year of training for 

researchers and public health practitioners. The PAPH Course offerings 

feature an 8-day Postgraduate Course on Research Directions and 

Strategies and a 6-day Practitioner’s Course on Community Interventions. 

The faculty for the courses is composed of nationally recognized experts 

in public health research and practice.

The Research Course serves post-doctoral personnel and is designed to 

develop research competencies related to physical activity and public 

health. The Practitioner’s Course is for those professionally involved or 

interested in public health interventions to promote physical activity. 

Approximately 25 fellows are accepted for each course. Criteria for 

acceptance include educational background, experience, professional 

position, and potential to enhance public health research and practice. 

The 2006 Physical Activity and Public Health Courses will be held September 

12-20, 2006 at The Lodge at the Mountain Village in Park City, Utah. For more 

information, please visit http://prevention.sph.sc.edu/seapines/index.htm 

or contact Janna Borden at (803) 576-6050 or jsborden@gwm.sc.edu.
